Treasure - AB Culver - Review the Budget from the show.  Profit of $2900 Put $5000.00 in a CD for the 2010 show 
( to be used incase we need to cover expenses for future shows).   
Questions: Is the show worth doing – YES 
  
Food on site: reminder that we had problems with the LaCrosse Center generating enough in sales to have the 
concession stand open during the show.  It is against the LaCrosse Center rules to bring someone other than their 
approved caterers; therefore no school/church/quilt group can serve food during show. 
  
Web Page - keep the current web page.  Suggest that we add pictures from the show.  Logo from the web page – 
use on our Booklet/Program and any stationery for the show. 
  
Entries - Mary Zink and Barb Richards - Submitted the Quilt Show Statistics comparing 1996 - 183 entries and 
2008 - 317 entries.   Farthest entries from Indiana and Florida.   Considerations: Sleeve on back of quilt sew down 
the ends, adjust the categories especially #8: Collected category lists from several area quilt shows for a 
reference,   Max entries we can handle 300, Programs - handout at several different place in show, make more 
than 500.&nbs p; Increase the entry fees for next show. 
      Suggest the prize money: 1st place - $30, 2nd place $20, 3rd place $10, Best of Show $50, Viewer’s Choice 
$50.   Make deadline for entries Mid-September instead of 1st of October. 
  
Door Prizes - Judy Fox - Suggest next time print post card with all the items listed in the basket.  Move the 
locations so it is not by the front door, so visitors do not get hit right away for more money.  Need more than 1 
person to organize.  The master folder is updated.   This year the income down slightly but it was possible that the 
people were watching the spending.   
  
Silent Auction - Ginny Quirin - Very successful, 41 items were donated.  Do need to use racks to help display 
items.  Change to Close times, some auctions items to close on Sat and some on Sunday.  Keep announcing the 
Silent auction during the show.  Kathy Ring set up previous Auction and left everything very organized.   
  
White Glove/Hostess - Linda Birnbaum - Sign up to work more specific shifts.  Not enough people to help.  The 
“Yellow” ribbons worked well to highlight the hostesses.    Hopefully we can design a “Member” button that will be 
more visible. 
  
Boutique - Sandee Winterfield and Marcia Griffin - Sign up sheet for the working in the area, Big success, member 
sold multiple items.  Lost items were found.   
  
Awards - Sally Knobloch - consider increase the budget for making buttons for next show.  Use Brighter Colored 
choice of ribbons to highlight 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places to stand out on the quilts.  Add more “Honorable Mention” 
ribbons.    Show Buttons – worked very well. 
  
Judges - Brenda Wackenbarth and Ann Farning - Feedback from the Friday night dinner after judging.  From 
Judges: “ You have some really talented people in our area, very impressive.  With such a large group of items to 
judge, especially the longarm category need up to 4 hours to judge or add more judges.  To make large category 8 
with 64 – make smaller/different; limit entry to one per person, Divide category into 2 persons “custom’, pentagram, 
Group 3 or more  custom, pentagram, they suggested would have to be describe and they might have to send in a 
picture of the quilting.  Have more Honorable ribbons for large categories.    The judges need a copy of the show 
program for their tax record.  Question: Is our payment for judges comparable to other shows - YES.  They thought 
is a very well run show, very organized.   Also Toni Paisley got private instructions from Lynn E.(judge)   From 
Show committee: We should highly recommend that every category desires 1st, 2nd and 3rd place ribbons.   
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Raffle Quilt/Tickets - Stephanie Ruetten - income down - possibly from people watching what they spend.   Quilt - 
find a group to design, get permission to use pattern from designer.   Worked well to have a sponsor for printing 
the raffle tickets.
