A: What do quilters need to take into consideration before taking thie quilts tops to a long arm quilter?

Kathy Henderson:
Borders need to be square. Best if cut on the lengthwise grain of the fabric.
Press to reduce bulk and during the construction of your quilt. Sew backingatéarrech and press
open. Use quality workmanship during construction of your quilt top. Extra fabriccheedke top,
bottom and sides of you backing. Press top and backing, fold and place in a bag or hang an a hange

Maxine Jacobs:
At least 2 inches needed on the sides, top and bottom; 4 inches is better.
Measure your quilt top through the middle and cut your borders to that measurenesatyder quilt top
and backing well, hang on a hanger. Solid backings will show starts and stops with quitiogn Busy
print backings will not let the quilting show. Let the machine quilter know howuhewill be used and
what you would like quilted. Maxine does talk to her custoraé®aut problems their quilt tops have.
She realizes that quilters have a lot of money invested in their quilts.

Pat Hogan:
Remove the selvages from fabric. Measure your quilt through the cemteefige to edge and cut borders
to that length. Use quality fabric. Extra wide backings are not square orittheale the fabric store tear
and not cut wide backing fabric. There can be up to 6 inches of discrepancyill Fiakwip your quilts
at the Stitch in Time Quilt Shop in Onalaska, or her sweet husband &iilloevne to your home and pick
them up. Points regarding antique quilts — Pat considers if quilt top wasmachiand pieced, what
quilting will complement the age and quality of the antique quilt. Use ctutdhe backing and thread.
Considers the condition of the quilt and if it will tolerate the stwdssn put on the longarm machine. Pat
encouraged having our quilts appraised.

Points regarding batting —

All three machine quilters can provide batting. Polyester batting not recomanfend@by quilts; can

be flammable. There are different qualities of batting. Some in-expdregiveg carshred, can be



uneven, needs to relax and wrinkles eliminated, prior to quilting. Some ofttimg®#he quilters mentioned are
Hobbs 80/20, Warm and Natural, Dream Cotton, Hobbs washable wool, Hobbs Poly/Down (godtsftiradgu
will be laundered frequently).
