FOR THE SEPTEMBER MEETING  IT IS TIME TO "PLAY BING O" 
But first we need to make our Bingo Card. 
Each Bingo Card will be 10 ½' unfinished   then add 3" border of black or black/white. 
You will need: 
Fabric catagories: 
Batik, floral, geometric, hearts, leaf, dots, holiday, novelty, checks, stars, stripes or 
1930's. ( These categories are used instead of numbers. Instead of hearing "B14" 
Or "N42"  you will hear things like  "Yellow Batik"  or " Green Stripe") 
 
(ALL SQUARES ARE 2 ½" BEFORE SEWN TOGETHER) 
5  (2 ½") Squares of assorted  YELLOW AND ORANGE prints 
5 (2 ½" ) Squares of assorted RED prints 
5 (2 ½") Squares of assorted BLUE prints 
5 (2 ½") Squares of assorted GREEN prints 
4 (2 ½" Squares of assorted PINK & PURPLE prints 
1 (2 ½") Square of BLACK print (center or Free Square) 
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Sew the above color groups together with a 1/4" seam allowance.  The 5 orange and yellow in one vertical 
row,  the 5 red in a vertical row, 2 pink and purple above and 2 below the black free square. Etc 
To complete the block sew the vertical rows in the following order  from left to right: 
Green row 
Blue row 
Purple/Pink row 
Red row 
Yellow /Orange row (this should end up on the far right side)
