Minutes from the June 23, 2009 Meeting of the La Crosse Area Quilters
Welcome and call to order by President Sandy Pitsch
Attendance: 36 members and 1 visitor
Secretary’s Report : Approved as posted in May newsletter.
Treasurer's Report : As posted in newsletter.
Block of the Month: 12 yellow blocks were won by Donnet Good. Lime green is the color for the
July blocks.
Group Quilts:  Marsha Griffin showed her completed quilt. Della Wuolle is still working on hers.
Sunshine Club: There was no report but Sandy Pitsch said she received a get-well note.
Quilt Show : Bobbi and Sandee discussed the quilt racks used at the Duluth show and said it
would be a similar system used at the Omni Center. Bobbi said that a flat piece of wood, with
eyes screwed on the side with wire that went to the S hook would be the way to hang quilts at the
Omni Center. The cost to rent the Omni Center racks would be around $500.00. The cost to store
the old racks is $540.00 per year. Stephanie Ruetten will check into the lease agreement to see if
unused months can be reimbursed as the full year lease is up in January and was paid in full. The
problem is storage for the old racks as the storage unit is costly. The initial idea was a sign up for
members to take racks and poles home and store them, but Jean Cassell offered to store them in
the top of her barn when the renovation of her barn was completed in several months.
