Block of the Month:  14 pink blocks were won by Mary Jo Peg.  The June block will be a yellow Ohio Star with a 
little change.  Brenda suggested sewing ¼ inch from the diagonal line before you cut them apart.  There is one mistake 
in the directions.  You need to cut 4 (not 8) of the 2 ½ squares.   
Group Quilts:  Marsha Griffen showed her quilt.  Bobbi Gribble did the long arm quilting.  Binding has not been 
applied yet.  Della Wuolle showed a large section of her quilt. 
Community Night:  We are in need of a location and someone to head up this project.  Ginny Quirin asked the group 
to think about this project, suggest recommendations, and it would be opened up for discussion next month.
