Article 1 - Name:  The name of this guild shall be called LaCrosse Area  Quilters,  hereinafter called 
LAQ.  
 
Article 2 - Purpose 
Section 1:   To hold meetings for the transaction of business, exchange ideas and discussion 
relative to furthering the art of quilt making. 
Section (2) To encourage its members to develop a high standard in the art and technique of 
quiltmaking as a contribution to the arts and crafts of our community. 
 
Article 3 - Organization and Dissolution  
Section 1: The LAQ shall be governed by its articles as adopted by the membership. 
Section 2: The LAQ is not organized for monetary profit and no part of its income or name shall 
insure to benefit any member, director, officer of the LAQ, or any private individual.  Any reimbursement 
for expenditures or the reasonable compensation for services shall be distributed from the income or 
capital. 
Section 3: In the event of the dissolution of the LAQ, all assets remaining after all liabilities and 
obligations have been discharged shall be transferred to a group interested in the art of quilting, such 
as the Historical Society, Public Library, etc., with the LAQ history going to the Historical Society. 
 
Article 4 - Membership:   
Membership is open to anyone interested in needlework.  Upon receipt of application and dues, the 
applicant shall become a member of the LAQ.  All members in good standing shall have the right to 
vote at meeting of membership. 
 
Article 5 - Meetings 
Section 1: The LAQ business meeting shall be conducted every fourth Tuesday of the month 
excluding the months of August and December. 
Section 2: Forty (40) members in good standing or 50% of the total membership shall constitute a 
quorum at any meeting of the LAQ and a majority of those present and voting shall be sufficient to 
adopt any measure unless otherwise specified in the Bylaws. 
 
Article 6 - Officers  
Section 1: The officers of the LAQ shall consist of President, Vice-President Elect, Secretary, 
Treasurer, Program [Co-]Chairperson(s), Publicity Chairperson(s), and Newsletter Editor. 
Section 2: Duties of the Officers 
(a) President:  The President shall preside at  membership and board meetings, over the  
LAQ Board of Directors, and shall be a member ex officio of all committees except the nominating 
committee.  The President may create other committees or chairpersons not otherwise provided for in 
these bylaws.  The President is authorized to write checks if the Treasurer cannot. 
(b) Vice President Elect : The Vice-President Elect will take over the meeting in the absence 
of the President.  The Vice-President Elect shall automatically become President the year following her 
term as the Vice President. 
(c) Secretary:  The Secretary shall keep minutes of the meetings for the LAQ and Board of 
Directors and read minutes at the meetings, if not published in the newsletter.  The Secretary shall 
keep tally of monthly attendance and include it in the monthly minutes. 
(d) Treasurer:  The Treasurer shall be custodian of all the funds of the LAQ, shall collect all dues 
and fees, and shall keep an itemized account of all receipts and disbursements, and pay all approved 
bills of the LAQ.    The Treasurer shall maintain a current membership list. 
(e) Program [Co-]Chairperson( s):  The Program [Co-]Chairperson(s) shall be responsible for 
planning and organizing programs to be given at the monthly business meetings, workshops, and 
activities of the LAQ.  Thank you cards shall be sent to those persons providing programs, workshops, 
or services benefiting the LAQ. 
(f) Publicity Chairperson(s) :  The Publicity Chairperson(s) shall be responsible for all incoming 
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and outgoing information about upcoming shows and workshops.  The Publicity Chairperson(s) shall 
present all information to newspapers, magazine publications, television and radio stations in regard to 
any and all activities of the LAQ. 
(g) Newsletter Editor:  The Newsletter Editor is in charge of approaching potential advertisers and 
securing payment for advertising.  The Newsletter Editor shall collect information and prepare and mail 
the newsletter to members. The Newsletter Editor shall be responsible for securing needed supplies 
and an updated membership list from the Treasurer. 
 
Section 4:  Duties of the Standing Committees 
(a) Sunshine Coordinator :  The Sunshine Coordinator shall send flowers (or a gift certificate) to 
club members with illnesses requiring hospitalization or death of immediate family members (mother, 
father, spouse, or child). [ Community quilts will be given to members who have had surgery or 
hospitalization.]  Sympathy and get well cards shall be sent to the club members as necessary.  
(b) Quilt Show Co-Chairperson (s):  The Quilt Show Co-Chairperson(s)  will work under the 
direction of the Board of Directors , and be responsible for obtaining a date and place for the quilt show.  
They shall be responsible for selecting committee chairperson(s) to be responsible for the following:  
the raffle quilt and tickets, the boutique, the Merchants’ Mall, refreshments, making of the award 
ribbons, and the receiving, categorizing, etc., of the entries.  They shall obtain the services of a 
judge(s).  They shall have final approval as to where quilts shall be hung.  They shall hold necessary 
meetings of their committee chairperson(s) relating to the progress made on the organization of the 
quilt show.  They shall recommend monetary prize monies given for first-place and best of show 
honors. 
(c) Nominating Committee :  The Nominating Committee is  appointed by the President.  The 
Nominating Committee shall select a slate of officers for the coming year and present that slate of 
officers to the general membership at the November business meeting, at which time additional 
candidates may be nominated from the floor.  The consent of the nominee must be obtained.   
The offices of President, Vice-President/President Elect, Secretary, and Newsletter Editor shall be 
elected for a one (1) year term and the offices of Treasurer, Publicity Chairperson, and Program Co-
Chairperson(s) shall be elected for a two (2) year term at the November business meeting by a majority 
vote of those present and voting.  No person may serve for more than two (2) consecutive full years in 
the same office with the exception of the Newsletter Editor.  The Newsletter Editor may serve as long 
as they are nominated and elected. 
 
Article 7 - Board of Directors  
Section 1: The Board of Directors shall consist of the officer’s  
                             elected at the November business meeting. 
Section 2: The Board of Directors shall hold a minimum of two (2) meetings during the LAQ year. 
Section 3: A majority of the Board shall constitute a quorum, and a majority of those present shall 
be     sufficient to adopt any measure unless otherwise provided for in the Bylaws. 
Section 4: The Past President of LAQ will be included on the Board of Directors of the club for one 
year following her term as President. 
Section 5: Vacancies occurring on the Board of Directors shall be appointed by the President with 
the membership’s approval. 
 
Article 8 - Fiscal Policies  
Section 1: The fiscal year shall be from January 1 through December 31. 
Section 2: Membership dues shall be determined by the Board of  
Directors.  A member who has failed to pay dues within 60 days of the beginning of the fiscal year shall 
be dropped from membership.   
Section 3: Eligibility for the drawing for the club quilt shall be those members paying dues within the 
first 31 days of the fiscal year.  The LAQ member who wins the drawing for the club quilt shall be 
responsible for planning the quilt for the following year and shall be ineligible to participate in the 
drawing for any future quilt for ten (10) consecutive years.  The monies for completing all parts of the 
club quilts, other than the individual blocks done by each member, shall come from the treasury of the 
LAQ. 
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Article 9 - Amendments:  The members of the LAQ may amend the Bylaws of the LAQ by a two-thirds 
(2/3) majority of those present and voting at any business meeting of the LAQ.  Proposed amendments 
will be mailed /emailed, or handed out to each voting member at least ten (10) days prior to the meeting 
date at which the amendment will be voted on.  The amendment will be voted on at two (2) consecutive 
meetings after the mailing to the membership before the amendment is passed.

Standing Rules 
 
Standing Rule Changes:   Standing rules may be changed with a majority vote of the membership at 
any meeting of the LAQ. 
 
Nametags :  All LAQ members shall make a nametag and wear this nametag to every LAQ business 
meeting.  All members who are not wearing a nametag will be fined 25 cents by the Club Treasurer. 
 
Club Quilt :  Members are allowed to submit their names in the drawing (1) one chance if they pay dues 
by January 31 and (2) one chance if they helped in making the quilt.  Winners are not eligible again for 
10 years. 
 
Business Meetings :  The LAQ business meeting shall be conducted every fourth Tuesday of the 
month excluding the months of August and December.  Guests are welcome to attend 2 meetings 
before paying membership dues to support the guild.  During the membership meetings and programs, 
attendees are asked to show courtesy by reducing noisy and disruptive behavior, ie:  cell phones, 
sidebar conversations, etc.) 
 
Non-Business Meetings.  In August LAQ shall hold a banquet at which the winners’ names for club 
quilts are drawn and our challenge projects are viewed and voted on by members voting for their 
favorites.  LAQ shall decide if it will hold a Christmas party in December.   
 
Workshops :  Members who provide a place to stay to anyone we bring into LaCrosse to give a 
workshop will be compensated a flat fee of $25. Members presenting workshops will collect a minimum 
of $10. per person class fee.  The persons attending will pay for class supplies.  Room fee will come 
out of the program budget.  Workshops to be approved by Program Committee. 
 
Website:   Established in 2008 and funded by the bi-annual quilt show, Quiltfest on the Mississippi, to 
promote the LAQ and the Quiltfest quilt show.  The Newsletter Editor and the President will be 
responsible for submitting any and all changes to the website. 
  
Refreshments :  Members shall bring their own beverages if they so desire.  Food refreshment breaks 
may occur if our meeting programs and the meeting hall allow for such.  The Program Committee shall 
be responsible for the food refreshments procurement if needed.  LAQ will pay for cups, plates, etc.
