From: Quilt World Magazine August 1990  (summarized from 2 pages) 
"Happiness is a Successful Quilting Group" by Mary Herzog 
LaCrosse Area Quilters was born in 1980.  It was a long-wished-for brainchild of May Parnow.  
There were 15 of us to start with; our present day membership if over 60 and growning.  The 
first year we met in member's homes and by the 3rd year we had to find a community meeting 
place.  We started a newsletter.   (First found newsletter from files is dated September 1983)  
Our group ranges in age from 20 to 80.   We have several members who regularly enter quilts 
shows with gratifying results.  One, Sharon Slimmen, won a blue ribbon at Paducah, Kentucky, 
when she entered the first quilt she ever made.   Harriet Bott has made over 155 quilts, 
teaches classes and quietly helps wherever there is a need.  We have a quilt show every two

Just remember, it is important to make everyone feel 
welcome and part of the group.  Compliment their efforts and encourage them to participate in 
whatever is going on.
