                         on wrong side of fabric                                  
 2. Assorted Light/Med Blues:  (16) 2 1/2" squares              
                                   (4)  3" squares 
 
3. Dark Pink: (1) 2 1/2” square 
 
4. Assorted Dark Blues: (4) 2 ½” squares 
 
5.  White:  (4) 2 1/2" x 4 1/2"
